Skirts are typically knee length and are worn with a pannier or petticoat to add volume. Over-knee socks, knee socks or stockings are extremely popular. Footwear is typically cute, child-like shoes such as Mary Janes. Skirts are typically paired with either a Frilly, ruffled, or lace-trimmed Victorian blouse or a lacey 'cut sew' which stands for a shirt (usually tee-shirt material) that has been 'cut and sewn'.
